Berdasarkan data gugus tugas penanganan Covid-19 pada bulan april kasus 

terkonfirmasi di Indonesia  sebanyak 1.651.794 jiwa. Pada periode akhir bulan 

Februari sampai pertengahan Juni 2020 proporsi remaja yang terkonfirmasi Covid-

19 meningkat 3 kali lipat, hal tersebut terjadi pada usia 15-24 tahun sebanyak 15% 

dari 6 juta kasus. Remaja memiliki peranan penting dalam memutus mata rantai 

penularan Covid-19, upaya remaja tersebut tidak dapat diremehkan. Peran remaja 

untuk dapat memutus mata rantai penularan Covid-19 dapat dilakukan dengan 

mengimplementasikan pencegahan dengan menerapkan protokol kesehatan.

Hasil: Berdasarkan hasil penelitian sebagian besar responden berada pada rentang 

usia 18-21 tahun. Sebagian besar responden berpendidikan SMA/SMK. Sebagian 

besar memiliki jenis kelamin perempuan. Serta hampir setengah dari responden 

memiliki pengetahuan baik tentang Covid-19. Kesimpulan dan saran: 

Kesimpulan dalam penelitian ini responden memiliki pengetahuan baik tentang 

Covid-19, saran peneliti Kelurahan Cisurupan diadakannya penyuluhan  tentang 

Covid-19 yang bekerjasama dengan petugas kesehatan setempat kepada masyarakat 

terutama remaja untuk meningkatkan pengetahuan Covid-19. 
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  ABSTRACT 

Background: Every day the number of cases of Covid-19 in the world continues to 

increase. Covid-19 is a new type of disease that was discovered in 2019 and 

identified as having never attacked humans before. Based on data from the Covid-

19 task force in April, there were 1,651,794 confirmed cases in Indonesia. In the 

period from late February to mid-June 2020, the proportion of adolescents with 

confirmed Covid-19 increased 3 times, this occurred at the age of 15-24 years as 

much as 15% of the 6 million cases. Adolescents have an important role in breaking 

the chain of transmission of Covid-19, the youth's efforts cannot be underestimated. 

The role of adolescents to be able to break the chain of transmission of Covid-19 

can be done by implementing prevention by implementing health protocols. 

Research Objectives:  to find out the Description of Adolescent Knowledge About 

Covid-19 in RW 004, Cisurupan Sub-district, Kec. Cibiru Bandung City. Method: 

method in this study using descriptive. Population and  Sample: adolescents aged 

12-24 years as many as 53 respondents with thetechnique Total Sampling. Data 

collection techniques: using a questionnaire via Google Form. Results: Based on 

the results of the study, most of the respondents were in the age range of 18-21 

years. Most of the respondents have high school/vocational education. Most of them 

are female. And almost half of the respondents have good knowledge about Covid-

19. Conclusions and suggestions: The conclusion in this study was that 

respondents had good knowledge about Covid-19, the Cisurupan Village 

researcher suggested holding counseling about Covid-19 in collaboration with 

local health workers to the community, especially teenagers to increase knowledge 

of Covid-19.
