Sejumlah kasus HIV/AIDS terus meningkat tiap tahunya di beberapa wilayah di
Indonesia sejak tahun 2014-2017. berdasarkan data dirjen pengendalian penyakit
Kementerian Kesehatan sejak tahun 2014 terdapat (40,674 kasus), 2015 (42,756
kasus), 2016 (48,741 kasus). Mahasiswa kesehatan harus siap menghadapi pasien
yang terkena HIV/AIDS. Perlunya pendidikan dalam pembentukan sikap
mahasiswa dikarenakan meletakkan dasar pengetahuan dan konsep moral dalam
diri individu. sikap adalah kesiapan merespon secara konsisten dalam bentuk positif
atau negatif terhadap obyek atau situasi. HIV/AIDS suatu keadaan terjadinya
kerusakan sistem kekebalan tubuh, yang mengakibatkan tubuh penderita menjadi
peka terhadap infeksi kuman. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui Gambaran
Sikap Mahasiswa Dalam Menghadapi Pasien HIV/AIDS. Metode penelitian ini
menggunakan deskriptif. Teknik pengambilan sampel dengan cara Proportionate
Stratified random sampling. Jumlah sampel dibutuhkan 60 Responden.
Pengambilan data menggunakan Kuesioner. Hasil dari penelitian tentang
Gambaran Sikap Mahasiswa Dalam Menghadapi Pasien HIVV/AIDS sebagian besar
dari responden yang memiliki sikap favorable sebanyak 28 responden (46,7%) dan
lebih dari setengah responden memiliki sikap unfavorable sebanyak 32 responden
(53,3%). Diharapkan pihak institusi menerapkan tehnik-tehnik pembelajaran
seperti bedside teaching agar mahasiswa lebih memahami tata cara melakukan
asuhan keperawatan pada pasien dengan HIV/AIDS.
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ABSTRACT

The number of HIV / AIDS cases continued to increase every year in several regions
in Indonesia from 2014-2017. based on data from the Director General of Disease
Control of the Ministry of Health since 2014 there were (40,674 cases), 2015
(42,756 cases), 2016 (48,741 cases). Health students must be prepared to deal with
patients with HIV / AIDS. The need for education in forming student attitudes is due
to laying the foundation of knowledge and moral concepts in individuals. attitude
is the readiness to respond consistently in the form of positive or negative to an
object or situation. HIV / AIDS is a condition where the immune system is damaged,
which causes the patient's body to become sensitive to bacterial infections. This
study aims to determine the description of student attitudes in dealing with HIV /
AIDS patients. This research method uses descriptive. The sampling technique was
using Proportionate Stratified random sampling. The number of samples needed is
60 respondents. Retrieval of data using a questionnaire. The results of the study on
the description of student attitudes in dealing with HIV / AIDS patients, most of the
respondents who had a favorable attitude were 28 respondents (46.7%) and more
than half of the respondents had an unfavorable attitude as many as 32 respondents
(53.3%). It is hoped that the institution will apply learning techniques such as
bedside teaching so that students will better understand the procedures for carrying
out nursing care for patients with HIV / AIDS.
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
